It seems like just a day ago that I changed my Maud Lewis calendar from September to 

October and now it is already the last week of October. As I write, the weather today is a perfect  

Fall day, - bright sunshine in a blue sky, a light wind and mild temperatures. But I am very aware that Halloween is soon 

here and then it is November, my least favourite month of the year. November is usually dark and dreary, drizzly and 

rainy, or perhaps wet snow, freezing rain, or even the possibility of a snow storm. 

  

Despite the weather, the important thing about November is that it  is the month of remembrance and reflection and 

when we hear the words ȳ=k¯² we 3£®rk²ȴȋ  It is November 11th, Remembrance Day.  We will have been wearing a poppy 

as a symbol of remembrance. In our villages, towns and cities hundreds will gather by a cenotaph or in a place of worship, 

and at the 11th hours observe two minutes of silence.

It is heartbreaking to hear of the events and the thousands who have had to flee for a safe haven, and 

some with no food, water, medicine, fuel or shelter. 

  

From time-to-time words from ȳPsk Song of Jk^gkȴ echo in my mind. We sing those words at every triennial conference 

of the Associated Country Women of the World. Quoting just a few of those ¹£®i¯ȅȴ This is my song, O God of all the 

nations, A song of peace for lands afar and near. May truth and freedom come to every nation. May peace abound where 

strife has raged so }£¡rȴȋ    Remembrance and Reflection.

Sew up the short edge of lining along the short end and attach the lining circle. 

Turn the outside right side out and the lining right side in and fit together. 

Casing strips 

Turn under raw edges of the short ends and sew them down. 

Fold casings in half and press. Press one raw edge of each strip to the wrong side of fabric. 

Sew the raw edge right sides together to top of the tote butting the short edges together. 

Turn pressed edge over and slip stitch to the inside to form a casing. 

Add the draw strings.
